The importznce of the SCP and TSP has be*n azain unde-lred by the
Hon’ble Prime Minister while addressing the S1* Meeting of the National
Dcvelopment Counci! held on 27% June, 2005. The Prime Minister had then
stated that “in the mid-1970s, the Special Component Plari and the Tribal Sub- .
Plan were inidgatsd. Tribal Qub-!’la_ns and Special Component Pians should be
an integral part of Annual Plans as well as Five Year Plans, mahng provisions
. therein non-divertibie and non-lapsable, with the clear objective of bridging the

- gap in socio-economic dcvelopment of the SCs and STs th.hm a period of 10

IMonitoring of SCP and TSP

State and District/Block leve! Monitering Committess should be
constituted to monitor the implementation of various- schemes under
SCP and TSP of various devélopment departments. The District/Black
level committess may review the progress of implementation of schemes
and utilization of funds on monthly basis and the State level committees

may review the progress on quarterly basis. o

District and Block level committees may be .constituted on the pattern of
District and Block level committee constituted by the Ministry of Rural
Development by involving elected members (MPs, ‘MLAs and Panchayat
members, and other prominent leaders in the districts) or the same

comipittees may be entrusted with the responsibilities for monitoring of

these programmes.

The nodal department should ensure timely release of funds to the
concerned development departments who in turn should ensure
immediate release of funds soon after the receipts of funds from nodal
department to their field leve! implementing agenciss. Any lapse on the
part of field level implementing agencies # tmely utilization of funds and
proper implementation of the schemes may be viewed seriously. |
Non-earmarking of funds under SCP and TSP may result in non-approval
of Plans of the States/UTs.
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Ministries of Social Justict & Empowerment and Tribal Alfairs will be
actively involved in the process of finalization of Annual Plans of thb
States;/UTs. r

Evaluation to assess the impact of economic deveiopment schemes
implemented under. SCP, on the socio-sconomic conditions of SCs may
be get conducted by the nodal dspastmert cn, ragular basis
Dissemination of information to SCs ail over the State/UT about the
schemss/programmes available for their develcpment may be e
responsibility of the nodal department.
